Please answer the following questions on a separate piece of paper (approximately ½ page per question)

a. Describe how the efforts of the nominee (individual or organization) have had a measurable impact on girls and women in their community or service constituency.  (20 points)

b. How does the nominee stand out among peers, providing a model for others to follow?  (20 points)

c. What programs, activities or policies has the nominee initiated that demonstrate commitment to encouraging and supporting girls and women, e.g. innovative or flexible programs, policies/practices, recruitment/hiring, mentoring, professional development, etc.  (20 points)

d. Provide comments from co-workers, management or constituents about the person’s/organization’s leadership.  (20 points)
